Keeping our Children Safe in Club

All children use antibacterial hand gel on arrival into club, when they come into the hall from
play and also before they leave to go home.  As always, hand washing is undertaken before
any food or drink.

We wanted to again remind you about our extensive risk assessment which covers all aspects of
club life and meets with updated government advice and guidance on how to keep children in
club as safe as possible during the current pandemic.  Some of our measures include:

We continue to clean and vary the toys we put out.
Parents are asked not to enter the hall at any time and instead will be met by staff at the
door. Club staff will now sign the children in and out of club, but the children can also do this
if witnessed by a member of staff.

Please let us know if you are collecting
your child when they are booked into club

If plans change and you decide to pick up your child instead of sending them to club, please let us
know.  It can sometimes take us some time to find where the child is, which might mean that the
walking bus at the Junior school is delayed.  Please either just tell us in the year 3/4 playground;
telephone the school office on 01293 886521; or email Caroline on brookclub
bookings@brookinfant.school.  Thank you.

Covid 19 
It is important that children and staff do not attend club or school if they have Covid-19 symptoms;
or have tested positive in the last 10 days, unless having received two consecutive days negative
lateral flows on day 6 and 7.  Even with this no child can attend before Day 8. If anyone in club or
school becomes unwell with a high temperature; a new, continuous dry cough; or has a loss of, or
change in, their normal sense of taste or smell (anosmia), they will be sent home and advised to
follow the stay at home guidance. They will be expected to be tested for Covid-19, follow this link
to find out more about getting a test ... https://www.gov.uk/get-coronavirus-test. 

Please also inform us immediately if your child has been a close contact or is living in a house with
Covid 19.  They will still be able to attend club, as long as they LFD test for 7 days.
